Personal Appearance and Dress Code

Appropriate dress at school is a joint responsibility of students and parents. Students are expected to
exercise modesty and good judgment in selecting wearing apparel. Clothing acceptable for school-wear
must be clean, neat modest and appropriate for a learning environment. Dress code guidelines apply to
every day dress; there is no special dress for Chapel days.

Clothing that is torn, threadbare, or frayed is not permitted. Shoes must be worn at all times, and slippers
are not defined as shoes. Pierced ears are allowed for girls only. Pierced ears are not permitted for
boys. Any other body piercing or tattoos may not be visible at any time. Unusual hairstyles (i.e. mohawks,
spikes, dreadlocks, etc.) and hair colors, as determined by the school other areas of clothing. Bandanas
may not be worn on campus during or after school.

Clothing, jewelry, and personal items (backpacks, binders, fanny packs, gym bags, water bottles, etc.) shall
be free of writing, pictures or any insignia which contain inappropriate innuendo or double meaning, which
bear drug, alcohol, or tobacco company advertising, promotions and likeness, or which advocate racial,
ethnic, or religious prejudice. Neither shall these items endorse or represent any band.

Students who are dressed inappropriately will receive a warning and be required to change attire before
attending classes. If a change of clothes cannot be provided the student will report to the counselor’s office
for the school day. Students will receive a verbal warning, and parents will receive a written letter of
notice for the first infraction. A second infraction will incur a detention; student will be required to change;
and parents notified. If a third offense occurs, parents will be contacted, and the student will be suspended
for the day.

« Neat and trimmed hair, no longer than the top of the collar of a dress style shirt in the back and
the top of eyebrows in the front. Sideburns may not extend below the bottom of the ear lobe with
the exception of the Seniors

+  Facial hair that is neat and trimmed (Seniors only). All other male students must be clean-shaven
at all times.

Enrollment Fees and Elementary School SGI (Small Group Instruction) classes are not included in
tuition costs. Add an additional $4,000 for students in SGI.

Tuition Assistance

Families wishing to apply for tuition assistance through VCS’ Tuition Assistance Program must
apply through FACTS no later than February 26, 2010. Tuition Assistance is awarded to K-12
students on an as-needed basis. Families who apply after the deadline will be considered for
tuition assistance based upon the availability of funds. Families must apply on an annual basis.

Application forms are available in the Elementary and Junior High/High School offices or in the
Accounting Office. Contact the Accounting Office at [925] 560-6218 for help with the tuition
assistance process.

Miscellaneous Fees and Charges

Separate fees are charged for SGI classes, Extended Care (Elementary School), athletics, certain
electives, AP courses, student parking, and other miscellaneous school activities such as field trips.
Such fees are in addition to those set forth in the tuition schedule.

FACTS Tuition Management

New Student Payment Options:

1. FACTS Payment Plan Agreement completed upon acceptance. Up to 11 monthly payments
beginning May 20 or June 5. Enrollments after these dates will be paid in 10 or fewer
months depending upon the enrollment date. FACTS subject to credit review at VCS’ option.
Final payment for the current school year is due April 5.

2. Families who pay in full should do so at time of acceptance to be eligible to receive a 4%
tuition discount. (Make checks payable to VCS.) The tuition discount is only offered to those
families paying a full year’s tuition.

Re-enrolled Student Payment Options:
1. Families currently using FACTS Electronic Fund Transfer (EFT) payment plan for the current
school year may choose to:

A.  Automatically re-enroll with FACTS for the following school year unless otherwise
notified. Eleven monthly payments beginning May 20 or June 5 using FACTS subject to
credit review at VCS’ option.

B. Pay in full by April 15*% or June 4, 2010.

2. FACTS credit card payment option has been discontinued. Families currently paying by

Credit Card will need to:

A. Complete a FACTS Payment Plan Agreement upon re-enrollment. Eleven monthly
payments beginning May 20 or June 5 using FACTS subject to credit review at VCS’
option.

B. Pay in full by April 15* or June 4, 2010.

3. Families currently paying tuition in full may choose to:

A. Pay in full by April 15*% or June 4.

B. Complete a FACTS Payment Plan Agreement upon re-enrollment. Eleven monthly
payments beginning May 20 or June 5 using FACTS subject to credit review at VCS’
option.

*Full payment made by April 15, 2010. (Paid to VCS) Note: Families who meet this April 15 deadline will
receive a 4% tuition discount. Call the Accounting Office for assistance with determining your discount.

Important Enrollment Notice

Students who were enrolled at VCS during the previous academic school year and remain in good academic
and behavioral standing, and whose account balances are current will be given priority consideration when
re-enrolling. Re-enrollment is not complete without Re-enrollment Application, Enrollment Contract,
enrollment fee, and FACTS tuition payment schedule (if not already enrolled). Failure to meet the re-
enrollment completion deadline will result in student(s) placement into open enrollment pool of applicants.

Enrollment After Start of School

The enrollment fee is payable in full at the time of enrollment. Families may choose to pay in full
or make monthly tuition payments through FACTS. Monthly payments will be prorated based
upon the portion of the school year remaining at the time of enrollment. Final payment for the
current school year is due no later than April 5.

Delinquent Payments
A missed payment fee of $25 will be charged by FACTS for each missed EFT payment attempt.
VCS Business Office will address delinquent accounts in the following manner:

30 Days — phone call from the Business Office requesting payment, with letter to follow specifying
that account must be brought current by 60 days, or the student(s) will be suspended.

60 Days — Student(s) will be suspended until the account is brought current.

90 Days — The account may be put into collections.

VCS reserves the right to refuse continued enrollment to any student whose tuition account is
delinquent.

Returned Checks

Accounts will be charged a $25 service fee for all returned checks. After 2 returned checks
subsequent payments must be made by cash, cashier’s check, or certified funds.

Tuition Refunds For Withdrawal

| understand that if | cancel this Contract by delivering written notice of such cancellation to the
School’s Office of Admission for grades K-12 between June 6 and August 24, | am responsible
for the first three months (i.e. June, July and August) tuition payments and will receive no refund of
any tuition payments made or the enrollment deposit. These fees are non-refundable and non-
transferable, irrespective of the date of cancellation.

Tuition is payable for the entire semester for any student whose enrollment covers any portion of
the semester. The Director of Admissions should be notified at least ten days in advance of the
final date of the student’s(s’) attendance. All charges related to the student's(s’) enrollment must
be paid up to the date of withdrawal.

Preschool

As a Preschool parent, | understand that if | provide a written notice thirty days prior to the first
day of school, | will forfeit my enrollment fee but will be refunded any tuition payments made for
the current enrollment year. These fees are non-refundable and non-transferable, irrespective of
the date of cancellation.

Once the school year has begun, the Preschool Director should be notified 30 days in advance of
the final date of the child’s(ren’s) attendance. Tuition is payable for the entire thirty days for any
child whose enrollment covers any portion of that thirty-day period. All charges related to the
child’s(ren’s) enrollment must be paid up to the date of withdrawal.
